BUILDING WORK INSIDE ST MARY’S.

The builders being available and this month’s wedding at St
Mary’s having been relocated into the chapel, the building
work at the front of the nave and in the north aisle in St Mary’s
was able to be started on Monday.

During the approximately 6 weeks of work the church will be
closed to visitors but the Wednesday and Sunday services will
continue with slight modifications. Refreshments on Sundays
will be in the hall, except on the the first Sunday of the month.
It will not be possible to hold weddings and funerals in church
during this period so they will relocate as necessary to St Paul’s
or other Team churches. We hope that the work will be
complete by Easter.

This all means that the church-opening rota is suspended until
further notice.

These are exciting times but as St Mary’s becomes a building
site please be careful when going in to the church for services
or other reasons and do not go into areas cordoned off for
the building works.
